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Cooper Young Festival 2011 – Update for Jewelry Makers

 

In 2008, we began jurying the jewelry applicants for entrance into the Festival.  As in the past, we will allow each section to have a balanced number of jewelers. 

 

Due to the very large numbers of jewelers who apply, please be prepared to send photos of your work upon request. Please state in your application whether you make your jewelry materials or not (beads, metals, embellishments etc). This especially applies to beaded jewelry made from commercially purchased beads.   Hand-made beads and hand-forged metals "by the artist" will take precedence, and rightly so over commercially purchased work.  Jewelry that is truly hand-made cannot compete in price with jewelry made from catalog ordered/convention purchased beads.   

 

The numbers of jewelers has increased dramatically over the past few years due to access to "beads" and we have to limit the numbers in order to allow all forms of art.  The non-hand made beaded jewelry allowed will be what we feel is the best quality and most unique in design.
